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CENTENARY COMMUNITY GARDEN TO OPEN THIS SUNDAY THANKS TO IBSTOCK CORY ENVIRONMENTAL TRUST (ICET)

April 25th will see a day of great celebration at the TANGO Community Project and St Marks Church, Merseyside. Local folk are expected to join in at the official opening of the ‘Centenary Community Garden’.

Thanks to a grant of £12,500 from ICET to build the paths around the garden, everyone can now come and enjoy the extensive gardens, picking up handy hints as they go. The paths have linked the Garden with the TANGO furniture shop and clothes shop and Community Cafe  at St Marks Centre.

The garden will be opened by the Mayor of St Helens, Councillor Shields and St Helens MBC Chief Executive, Carole Hudson, after which people can join in the guided tours that will be happening all afternoon. The Garden ‘Roots, Shoots and Fruits’ volunteers will lead the  tours, sharing their knowledge and experience.

They aim to pass on the gardening bug, getting more people involved and inspired with the top quarter of the garden dedicated to ‘mini gardens’, where anyone can have a go at practical cultivation!

Previously, it was difficult for people in wheelchairs to get around the gardens but thanks to ICET there is now a network of paths into and around the gardens, allowing wheelchair users to get about. As well as this, ICET have funded improvements to the car park and extensive signage that guides visitors around the gardens. 

John Robinson, the Garden Project Advisor said: “The new Centenary Community Garden is developing well and we are all delighted that so many people can now enjoy it, thanks to the paths we have built with funding from ICET.”

John continued: “It’s going to be a great day of celebration and most importantly, we want to let people know that were here for them, the Community Garden is just that, a place for all the community to come and enjoy.”

Ibstock Cory Environmental Trust (ICET) was established in February 2001, in conjunction with Ibstock Brick Limited and Cory Environmental Ltd and funded through the Landfill Communities Fund (LCF).
