In recent years ISG has focused on acting as a systems integrator, providing customized camera solutions for surveillance of traffic, airports and seaports, but also to control product flows. With the broadband infrastructure now widely available, it is technically feasible and profitable to build new types of image transmission systems. Among the systems delivered by ISG Systems are thus the monitoring system for the so-called southern link highway system in Stockholm, the ring road in Malmö and Arlanda Express.
