Order for two "stealth technology" corvettes confirmed

Celsius business unit Kockums Naval Systems has received an order for two additional Visby-class corvettes from FMV (Swedish Defence Materiel Administration). The order is worth in the region of MSEK 900. 

Confirmation and signature of this contract means that Kockums Naval Systems now has a total of six Visby-class corvettes on order. The vessels are being designed according to "stealth" principles. Built in carbon fibre, they incorporate stealth technology, making them extremely difficult to detect with radar. 

The Visby-class corvette concept has been developed as the result of collaboration between FMV, the Royal Swedish Navy, the Swedish defence industry, the Swedish Defence Research Establishment and Stockholm's Royal Institute of Technology (KTH), who are jointly responsible for technological development and planning. The Visby-class corvette has attracted considerable international attention, being the first "stealth" vessel in series production. 

The Visby-class corvette is a multi-mission naval vessel, able to operate as a surface attack craft, submarine hunter and minehunter/sweeper, as well as carrying out surveillance, protection and control duties.
