Ericsson’s new system enables operators to upgrade or build their networks to more efficiently handle the huge traffic increase expected in tomorrow’s mobile networks. It is optimized to efficiently fuse emerging wireless packet-based datacom services with today’s circuit-switched services.
It offers – for the first time – an IP-based solution for wireless access networks with ensured quality of service for voice and other realtime sensitive services. Ericsson’s system is easily introduced into existing GSM and TDMA networks in a managed evolutionary approach to 3G (third generation) networks.
