RescueFlow® study indicates significantly greater increase in volume of blood

BioPhausia has recently completed a clinical study designed to compare the effect of RescueFlow®, saline solutions and dextran solutions on the volume of blood, following extensive bleeding. This study is the first of its kind. Maintaining the volume of blood is of crucial importance both in the case of trauma and elective surgery. The study involved tests on healthy volunteers, in cooperation with Professor Lars Wiklund of the Uppsala University Hospital.

The results indicate a significantly greater increase in the volume of blood after treatment with RescueFlow®, compared with infusions purely confined to saline or dextran solutions.

“It gives me great satisfaction to be able to report these positive results, which give us additional information about the effects of RescueFlow®,” says BioPhausia’s President, Stellan Lind. “The results will also be relevant in our ongoing licensing discussions and our efforts to obtain approval for the marketing of RescueFlow®.”
