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Gripen DISPLAYED at the airshow in graz

In connection with the procurement of new fighter aircraft by the Austrian Federal Government a presentation by the Austrian Army is being held today, 14 May 2002, at the Graz / Thalerhof Airport in Austria.

The event provides information about the requirements of airspace surveillance in general and offers a unique opportunity to have a first-hand look at Gripen that is one of the candidates in the selection process for the new acquisition.
