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Saab wins MSEK 210 order for anti-ship missile system on Visby-class corvettes

Saab has won an order from the Swedish Defence Materiel Administration (FMV) to adapt and integrate a planning and combat management system for the RBS15 on the Visby-class corvette. The contract is worth MSEK 210.
