The cocktails range from the ‘Honolulu Honey’ with Appleton VX shaken with Jule’s famous honey cream, mango, pineapple and fresh limes, a classic Pina Colada served in a whole pineapple, to sharing cocktails for two to eight people; such as the Mahiki Treasure Chest the original pirate booty, Mahiki Grog, brandy and peach liqueur, shaken with lime and sugar and topped with a bottle of Moet & Chandon champagne.  The cocktails are served in specific ceramic tiki vessels especially designed and handcrafted for Mahiki; others are served in pineapples, watermelons and coconuts, ceramic skulls, diver’s helmets and even a treasure chest. 

The first floor “Lanai Lounge” is designed to transport its visitors out into the jungle.  Walls are lined with bamboo and lahaula mats, mirrors are interspersed with tropical plants to reflect the tropical backdrop. 
Venture to the retro-cool “Aloha Party Room” with banquette seating.  A bar lines a curved wall and a glass installation full of tropical plants is a central feature. Music is all about ‘Desert Island Discs’, from early Elvis, The Beach Boys and The Beatles to funky tunes of more recent years.  
Mahiki has no membership requirements and no guest list, which means it is one of London’s few quality venues that is available to all.
