Michael Rasmussen rejects incorrect media stories about him
wishing named persons dead

Friday the 26" of March 2010 the Danish newspaper, Weekendavisen, had an interview with Michael
Rasmussen where he tells about how painful it has been to be eliminated from international cycling. In
relation to this he also talks about the strong grief and pain that has impacted him in this period and
about the negative thoughts, you can have towards the people who work against you. Other media have
stated this as if Michael Rasmussen wants named persons dead. These stories are not true and Michael
Rasmussen never wished harm on anyone. Michael Rasmussen understands if the persons who see
themselves mentioned in this context feel offended and deeply regrets that the media’s incorrect stories
has exposed them to this.

In the different media interviews that Michael Rasmussen has given, he has tried to explain the irrational
emotions and the anger you can feel as an elite sport athlete when you are prevented from exercising, the
sport you love. This has led to the interpretation that Michael Rasmussen should have wished named
persons dead. This is not the case and the stories are not correct.
