JOHN LENNON - October 9, 1940 - December 8, 1980

“It was a typical Monday evening that quickly turned atypical. 

I was sitting in the kitchen of my parents’ suburban California home on the evening of Dec. 8, 1980, working on a paper for college sociology class with Monday Night Football on the television in the background, when suddenly I was jarred by sportscaster’s Howard Cosell’s words:

“…John Lennon, outside of his apartment building on the West Side of New York City, the most famous, perhaps, of all the Beatles, shot twice in the back, rushed to Roosevelt Hospital …dead on arrival.” 

I first made John Lennon’s acquaintance as a 5-year-old boy, when my father purchased me a copy of the Beatles’ All You Need is Love/Baby You’re a Rich Man single. It was the beginning of my lifelong love affair with the music of John Lennon and the Beatles, one that continues to this day. Why? It’s simple, really. John Lennon was – and remains – a true legend. Legendary not only for his signing and song writing skills, but also because he was a true renaissance man: author, artist, political activist, pop culture icon, peacenik and so much more. Lennon and the Beatles were at the forefront of the cultural revolution of the ‘60s, with an entire generation seemingly following their lead. Like millions of others, I admired the man who always stood up for what he believed in, said what was on his mind and did what he felt was right, consequences be dammed,.”
