Further savings and environmental improvements have been made with the conversion of 58 trucks from LPG to electric power. Briggs’ award winning Speedshield system –an operator management tool that allows paperless pre-shift daily checks and monitors operator utilisation and safety was also deployed.

The Yale trucks come with a full service and maintenance package and operate across eight of Travis Perkins’ UK distribution centres with the majority at its primary facility in Northampton.
