"At 2002 we stated that our goal was to establish further commercial agreements during the year with one or several major pen partners. We have previously concluded agreements with Sony Ericsson and Logitech. Our new partner, a major player in the field of telecom, is no less prominent, but for the present the name cannot be revealed due to industrial secrecy”, says Christer Fåhraeus, CEO, Anoto Group. 

”It is too early to determine the size of future royalty incomes generated by the agreement, but in the present situation it may well be representing a major part of Anoto’s telecom revenues in 2003,” concludes Christer Fåhraeus.
