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Digital Vision DVNR workstations with iQ interface

Interactive HD and SD colour correction

Stockholm, September 13, 2002 – Digital Vision DVNR workstations is now being used with Quantel iQ platform. The companies are unveiling an interface between their products at IBC.

In this way, edits can be refined or shots re-framed as the colour correction takes place, lending a new level of creative control to the finishing process.
