A joint regional system based on Effica that covers both primary healthcare and special medical care enables treatment and treatment chains to be designed and controlled in a whole new way. The system includes patient administration, electronic patient records with the required treatment history as well as resource information of different organizations, which will bring improvement to queue control. The possibility to use, for example, case records through a common regional interface will further enhance regional cooperation. Plans also include the creation of connections from the joint system in south eastern Finland to the university hospital in HUS.
