Inspra uppnadde priméara slutresultat i
EPHESUS-studien

Resultaten fran den stora lakemedelsstudien EPHESUS (Eplerenon Post-AMI Heart
Failure Efficacy and Survival Study) visar att Inspra (eplerenon) uppnétt bada de
priméra slutresultat som studien inriktats pa. Slutresultaten var sénkning av dodligheten
totalt och av dodlighet eller inlaggning pa sukhus pa grund av hjart/karlsjukdom.

Baserat av resultaten fran EPHESUS planerar foretaget att under forsta halvaret 2003
lamnain en till&ggsansokan till amerikanska |&kemedelsverket FDA for Inspra, om en
utokning av indikationerna for Inspratill att &ven omfatta behandling av hjartsvikt efter
genomgangen hjartinfarkt. FDA godkande i september 2002 Inspra for anvandning vid
behandling av hogt blodtryck.

EPHESUS-studien inleddes i december 1999 med deltagande av 6644 patienter, vid 674
kliniker i 37 lander. Vid denna randomiserade, dubbelblinda, placebokontrollerade
studie undersoktes effekten av Inspra plus standardbehandling pa éverlevnad och
suklighet hos patienter som nyligen genomggatt en hjartinfarkt och ocksa uppvisade
tidiga komplikationer med hjartsvikt som yttrade sig i nedsatt funktion i vanster
hjartkammare.

Foretaget meddel ade ocksa att inga ytterligare detaljer kommer att tillkannages om
EPHESUS innan alla data analyserats och resultaten publicerats i en medicinsk
vetenskaplig tidskrift.
