History

Husqvarna Viking, at the time only named Husqvarna, was founded 1689,
when the Governor of Smaland wrote a letter to the Swedish king asking per-
mission to start a weapons factory beside the waterfall in Husqvarna.

The company is still there, on the very same site in Huskvarna, Sweden.

Until 1872 the company was only crafting firearms. February the 5th the same

year, the board at Husqvarna decided to start producing a very “peaceful” precision
product - Sewing Machines. The first Sewing Machine that was produced was given
the name “the Northen Star”. A beautiful Sewing Machine of which today only a
couple remains. Quite soon though, it showed that the construction of the Machine
was too weak to handle the heavy fabrics that were in fashion at that time.

1883 the production of “Freja’, that at the other hand was a great success, started.
The success continued for 42 years, the production of the Freja continued until
1925. At the same time as the Freja another success was produced —“Triumf”. Of
which the production started 1885 and continued until 1931.

In the year of 1896 more than 12000 machines were sold in Sweden of the two
machines. These two machines were the foundation of the very successful
development of the Swedish Sewing Machine Company, who's name have been
spread throughout the world.

A successful product development, with many patented inventions, has then
strongly contributed to the continued positive growth. There are many milestones
in the company’s history, many “Husqvarna Firsts"
