The cdma2000 Base Station Controller 1120 and the cdma2000 Radio Base Station 1127 are being exhibited at the CDMA Americas Congress in San Diego, CA. The cdma2000 1X radio access network will enable the mobile Internet through packet data services with speeds up to 144 kbps, Quality of Service and mobile IP for “always on, always connected” functionality.

Phase 2 – 1xEV DV- focuses on real-time voice and data capabilities and performance enhancements. Ericsson is participating actively in defining the standards for 1xEV.
