Deliveries from Volvo Trucks decreased by 6 percent up to the end of October. This reduction is a result of the situation in North America, where Volvo’s deliveries shrank by 32 percent. Excluding North America, deliveries increased by 13 percent.

The demand in Asia continues to be strong. In South America, there is an increase in Brazil and Chile, while the other markets in the region display continued low demand.

The total Volvo Trucks order intake up to the end of October decreased by 5 percent compared with the same period last year.
